Awards will be made up to a maximum of £2000.

Deadline
There are no strict deadlines for application but please allow adequate time for consideration of your
application by the BSN Committee.

Publications resulting from Symposium
The Journal of Neuroendocrinology welcomes submissions of original articles or review articles which have
resulted from the sponsored symposium.

Award Committee

A subgroup of the BSN Committee chaired by the Grants Committee Chair will act as the Awards Committee
for this Fund. The Committee will consider all applications on their merit and their potential benefit to the
neuroendocrine community, as per the BSN’s stated aim.

Correspondence will not be entered into with regard to award decisions.
